Do you need help paying for 
your phone service?   

Eligible low-income households can receive financial 

help with the cost of phone installation and basic local 

phone service.  Two federal programs and one state 

program provide funding for this type of assistance.  

The Federal Link Up program offers a discount off the 

cost of installing the phone.  The federal and state 

Lifeline program provides a monthly discount off the 

cost of basic local phone service.  To qualify for these 

credits, the subscriber must verify their participation in 

one of the following government programs:  Federal 

Housing Assistance Program, Food Stamps, Low-

Income Home Energy Assistance Program (LIHEAP), 

Medicaid or Supplemental Security Income (SSI).
